WE HELP THE NEEDY
In the spirit of Christ our Savior, we reach out to aid the needy among us.  During the last five months of 2011, we provided food for 205 families of 1 or 2 and 235 families of 3 or more.  We helped 115 households with their heating bills, 11 persons with bus transportation and 139 people with emergency gas vouchers.  Funds for this come from our St. Vincent de Paul Society and your donations.

WHAT HAPPENS TO YOUR CONTRIBUTIONS
When you place an offering in the collection basket, it is put together with all the others and brought forward to the altar, signifying that this is really an offering to God.  All the contributions are placed in a locked wooden container near the entrance to the sacristy.  After Mass they are removed and placed by Eucharistic ministers into a tamper-proof security bag, one for each Mass.  These are then locked up until Monday morning, when the collections are counted by a group of volunteers, prepared for deposit and then taken to the bank by our parish staff.  The funds are deposited in the parish operating account and disbursed only by computer-generated check.  These are signed by Father Becker (he is the only one who can do so) and then mailed for payment of parish bills.  All parish employees, including the priests, are paid by check.  No one has access to cash, including the priests.  Father Becker can’t make out checks for himself—he doesn’t even know where the checks are kept!
The holy season of Lent begins on Ash Wednesday, February 22, 2012.

8:00 am, 12:05 pm and 6:30 pm.

As we prepare to journey with one another and the Lord Jesus toward the Sacred Triduum 

and the Resurrection, let us reflect on various Lenten Traditions from around the world.

By any other name:
The word “Lent” from the Germanic for “spring,” was first used in the late Middle Ages when the pastors began to preach homilies in the vernacular instead of Latin.  Before that, the season was called by the Latin term quadragesima, meaning the “40th day” before Easter.  Romance languages retain this sense, for example, Spanish cuaresma, Portuguese quearesma, French careme and Italian quaresima.
Italy: Bottles of holy water are traditionally passed out during Lent for use in blessing homes.

Poland: Shrove Tuesday is called “Sledziowka” (“Sledz” is the word for herring.)  Various dishes of herring

              are typically served that day.

Middle East: Among the Melkite Catholics of Jordan, Syria and other parts of the Middle East, fasting

                       during Lent entails abstaining from meat, dairy products, eggs, fish, olive oil and alcohol.

Mexico: The final Friday of Lent is devoted to Our Lady.  Known as Viernes de Dolores, “Friday 

               of Sorrows,” altars are set up in churches and homes in her honor.  On the fourth Friday in Oaxaca,

               called la Samaritana, aquas frescas, fruit drinks and ice cream are given to passersby in honor of

   the Samaritan woman who gave Jesus water at the well.

From the Desk of Sister Didyaknow

Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults and Children
The Candidates and Catechumens participating in the Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults and Children 

(RCIA/RCIC) will participate in the Rite of Sending Forth at the 9:00 am parish Mass, Sunday, February 26 

(the First Sunday of Lent).  That afternoon these individuals and their families will travel to Pueblo, where 

they will participate in the Rite of the Elect at Sacred Heart Cathedral with Bishop Isern.  Please keep these  
Candidates and Catechumens in your prayers.
Wednesday, February 8 is the feast of Josephine Bakhita, religious.  Josephine Bakhita’s story is

shrouded in mystery.  Most believe that she was of the Fur tribe, from Darfur.  According to her own 

account, published years later in Italian, Josephine was born in 1869.  She was kidnapped, enslaved and 

bought and sold by a succession of masters.  She forgot her own name and was dubbed “Bakhita,” which 

means “fortunate,” by one of her masters.  While she was not so fortunate in her early life, Bakhita did get 

lucky after an Italian man purchased her.  She ended up moving to Italy, where she was freed.  She had been 

forcibly converted to Islam as a slave and voluntarily converted to Catholicism.  She became a Comboni 

Missionary sister in 1896.  While Bakhita never distinguished herself intellectually (one of her chief tasks at 

the convent was “attending the door”), she was known for possessing a gentle and kind spirit—a miracle in 

and of itself, considering her early suffering.  She died in 1947 and was canonized in 2000.  Her memory 

has inspired many.  Brian Willis, a Portland, Oregon Catholic who founded Global Health Promise, an 

organization that seeks to protect women and children from trafficking, prostitution and sexual exploitation, 

is leading a campaign to persuade the Vatican to approve Josephine Bakhita as a patron saint of human 

trafficking and slavery victims.

Today, Sunday, February 5 is the Invention of the Chimney in England (it may have appeared earlier in Switzerland) in 1185. Marriage Preparation Classes for Spring of 2012
Welcome to the Holy Trinity marriage preparation program.  We are grateful to God and to you for your desire to have a Sacramental Marriage in the Catholic Church.  Our families are the heart of our life as a community, and a strong marriage is the heart of the family.  That is the reason we require a lead time of at least 6 months to a year to help our couples prepare for marriage.  "A wedding is a one-day celebration, marriage is for a lifetime."  

Marriage Preparation Classes for Spring of 2012 will be starting in February 25, 2012. If you are planning to marry in the near future, you must allow yourselves enough time for the necessary requirements for marriage in the Catholic Church. 

Also anyone who is Married Civilly, or in another Faith Denomination or if you are co-habiting (living together) and you wish to have your Marriage Blessed must also attend.  Please call and set an appointment with Fr. Becker and call Deacon Phil to register.

Marriage preparation program include: FOCCUS which is a communication survey, and four group classes.  These classes are required if you are planning to Marry in the Church. FOCCUS will be given on February 25, 2012 at Holy Family Hall.

Class schedule as follows: March 17, 2012, March 31, 2012, April 14, 2012, April 28, 2012, from 9:00 AM to Noon at Parish Formation Center (School Bldg.)
Classes that are missed can be made up during Fall classes of 2012 so make sure you plan with plenty of time.

There are several steps in the process we use. [Note: the steps of the process must be completed before any dates are set or invitations may be printed.]
There is an initial interview with the priest to get the process started.

We use the FOCCUS instrument to help the couple open a discussion of all areas of married life.  This involves 2--4 meetings to review the results.  A wedding date is ordinarily not chosen until this part of the process is completed. 

Marriage Preparation Classes is a series of 4 sessions, on Saturday mornings  in which several engaged couples meet together with marriage prep team to discuss the Catholic understanding of the marriage relationship. The process involves scheduled meetings, and includes some "homework" in between the sessions.

Finally, after all this has been completed, the couple and priest plan the wedding, pick scripture readings and prayers, and discuss other aspects of the wedding.
